Zytel® nylon resin typically is used in demanding applications in the automotive, furniture, domestic appliances, sporting goods and construction industry.

Zytel® 74G33W NCO10 is a high gloss automotive weatherable 33% glass reinforced nylon 66 and nylon 6 comelt resin.
